The Cal State LA Volunteer Income Tax
Assistance (VITA) program is offering free
income tax preparation services to qualified
Alhambra residents on Saturdays through
April 15.

The program is available to those who
generally earn $54,000 or less, people
with disabilities, the elderly, and limited
English-speaking taxpayers who need
assistance in preparing and filing their
own tax returns. In addition, there will
be free services on financial literacy and
asset building, as well as microcredit and
business planning.

The Cal State LA VITA site is located
at the University’s Salazar Hall building,
third floor, room 343, and will be open
from 8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. on Saturday

mornings. Appointments are not necessary.
