Summary:  The images above show a burglary suspect in the Cal State L.A. housing complex.
On June 15, 2015, between 10 p.m. and midnight, he was seen on camera
entering and exiting Building 4 from the entrance on Paseo Rancho Castilla. The
suspect burglarized two units and left the area carrying stolen property in a large
black duffle bag. The suspect entered the apartments through unlocked doors
and sliding glass windows.

Suspect: Male, white or Latino, 25 to 30 years old, 5-feet 7-inches to 5-feet 10-inches tall,
and 180 to 200 pounds. The suspect was wearing black shorts with a blue shirt
worn over a black long-sleeve hooded sweat shirt and carrying a large black duffle
bag.
